We then ride to the Louisville
Presbyterian Theological Seminary for a 4th interesting dial. We move on to lunch at the Bell House
Restaurant in a remodeled 1902 family home. After lunch, we continue on to Frankfort for our 5th
dial, a highlight of any tour: the Kentucky Vietnam Veterans Memorial, for which NASS presented
the 2003 Sawyer Dialing Prize to the (now) late architect Helm Roberts. We then return to Louisville
with a detour into Indiana for our 6% dial on the banks of the Ohio River and dedicated to the
Revolutionary War hero General George Rogers Clark, Conqueror of the Old Northwest and
Founder of Louisville. We will return to the hotel by spm.

Saturday will feature a full slate of presentations. We currently have commitments for 12 talks, but
the schedule has room for several more. Please contact Fred (sundial.society@gmail.com) if you
would like to give a talk - all are welcome. The day will conclude with the gala conference dinner.

We will reconvene Sunday morning with more speakers and the NASS annual general meeting. The
conference will adjourn around 12:00pm. Please plan to stay for the entire agenda.
